WHAT MEDICAL CONDITIONS EXCLUDE A

HIV and cancer (except localised cancer of the
brain) normally exclude people from donating
ongans.

HOW CAN OME BE AN ORGAN DONOR!
Any individual who wishes to be an organ
donor can sign a donor card. ks a legal
document. It is important to discuss your
wishes with your family. The organs are not
taken if your relatives disagree Inspive of you
having signed 2 donor card.
